	Hot off the Press!

The good news is that Cornwall Council has approved our project and Madron civil parish is now formally a designated neighbourhood planning area. Over the past weeks we have been receiving background information from Cornwall Council on what they call the environmental baseline (a summary of the protected sites, flood risks and population), guidance on the policy for affordable housing, and how to determine housing figures and strategy. This information is all being stored and held for use by our working groups. 
The Communications and Engagement Group have the task of ensuring all of the parish are aware of the neighbourhood planning project and to gather initial responses on the things funding to cover the costs of these activities. Locality is a national membership network assisting local communities to be strong and successful and provides funding towards neighbourhood planning projects. Our bid has been submitted and we now wait to see if we are successful. Your Parish Council has also been diverted from managing the planning project by the need to address the Cornwall Council Community Governance Review that is taking place. This is addressing the issues of whether parish boundaries and the numbers of parish councillors should change. There is also the good news that the Parish Council has refurbished the Madron playing field facilities including the pavilion, and this is to be formally opened by Col Bolitho on Saturday 19th October. We want to take this opening as an opportunity to publicise the neighbourhood planning project and hope to see lots of you there. 
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that are most important to the community when considering future development. They are designing an information leaflet and a survey form that will be sent out to all the parish by both surface mail and electronically. Getting the balance right between too much information or not enough is tricky but with the help of a few sessions in the King William 1V they are getting there. The Community and Facilities Group are also busy identifying the range and depth of the subjects that they need to cover.
Progress on printing and distributing the survey forms, and on updating the parish website, is held back while we wait for the outcome of a grant submission to Locality for
