	Working Behind The Scenes
The good news this month is that we have been successful in getting the much needed grant funding towards the costs of our initial neighbourhood survey and towards the restructuring of our parish website. The funds are now in the Parish Council’s bank account and the restructuring of the website is also now underway. This work will enable us to put neighbourhood planning news under its own heading on the website, keeping the community better informed on the progress being made. The new website will also give parish groups the facility to publicise their own events and news.
Our plan to conduct an initial survey across the parish has shown up how difficult it is to communicate across such a widely spread parish with no central focal point such as a shopping centre. Currently the plan is to send out the survey by surface mail to each household, but this needs the co-operation of Cornwall Council as the only parish data base of addresses is held by them. Collecting the responses back in is also not straightforward unless an SAE is included with every form, an option that is not favoured as it would be  expensive and wasteful unless the return rate was very high. 
	
	These issues are being worked on by the Communications and Engagement Working Group and hopefully can be resolved before the General Election rolls over the top of our little survey!
The opening of the refurbished Madron playing field and pavilion on Saturday 19th October gave us the opportunity to try out our survey form on some unsuspecting members of the community, and we thank those who gallantly volunteered for the task. We have also been encouraged to receive the support of Colonel Bolitho towards our neighbourhood plan project, although that now means another set of eyes ensuring we stick to the task! 
Right now we are awaiting a response from the Cornwall Council Design and Printing Service to a request for their help in print addressing the mail envelopes for our survey. We are also heavily involved with the website designer in the website restructuring and loading in of all the new features and data.

A Neighbourhood Plan is a community-led framework for guiding the future 
development, growth and conservation of an area. It’s written by the community and 
reflects the wishes of the community (while conforming to National Policies and the 
Cornwall Local Plan). The completed plan must pass an independent examination and 
gain community support through a referendum of residents. 


The plan would then be adopted as a formal planning policy by Cornwall Council. This 
statutory status gives Neighbourhood Plan’s far more weight in planning decisions and 
can set out local level planning policies for the area, shaping the future development of 
Madron Parish. There will be events and surveys occurring in the parish from now on so 
please join in.
