12. Acceptance of minutes – It was proposed and RESOLVED that the minutes of the Ordinary Meeting held at Trythall CP School on 4th April 2019 were accepted.

It was raised that the allotments are in need of a tidy up, clerk to speak to CC.
14. Chairman’s Comments – None.
15. Councillors’ Questions and Comments

The road surface between the King William and Bellair Road needs resurfacing and a pot hole filled.
Parking in Newmill outside an air B&B is causing dangerous conditions as users are using the road for parking and not the designated parking area and thus causing a hazard to other road users. This will be monitored.

Bone Valley has been resurfaced, clerk to contact Cormac to give our thanks.
The Bollards should be in place at Badgers Cross shortly.

16. Comments from Cornwall Councillors – Cllr Elliott advised he is continuously chasing and will carry on doing so the issues surrounding garages using the highway as an over spill. It is not acceptable and something needs to be done. Cormac have advised the B3311 is not worthy of any speed restrictions as no major accidents have happened. Cormac are going to look into a maintenance plan for Gear Hill / Gear Lane.
Cllr Hawkins advised the application for Tregoddick Farm has gone quiet as archaeology searches are being carried out, but would ensure that it was brought back to this council for comments. Tremithick Cross could do with some VAS (vehicle activated signs), which councils can now purchase themselves.

17. Planning

Applications:
PA19/02677 - Slight Hill Heamoor Penzance Cornwall - Erection of two Polytunnels. The application did not show any evidence as to why extra poly tunnels are required. It was also noted that the  temporary dwelling on site that was granted 3 years, expires on the 31.05.19, clerk to ask planning to look into and for the dwelling to be either removed or a new application submitted with a viable business report to support its use. It was proposed and RESOLVED that this council would support temporary poly tunnels but not permanent poly tunnels on hard standing.

18.    Public Rights of Way
Footpath 104/ 35 and 37 – Clerk has reported to the countryside team that there are stiles that have stones and rubble surrounding them blocking the route through. CC has written to the landowner giving them one month to clear.

Newmill – Ancient Site disturbance – Clerk has contacted the Historical Environment team at CC to advise that a parishioner has reported the possible use of a veg patch with the ground being freshly disturbed on what is thought to be an ancient site. The historical team have no record of a heritage site in this location.
A metal stake in the path on break me neck lane has been reported to highways.

Footpath 104/16/1 is missing the footpath sign, clerk will advise the countryside team.
