2. Acceptance of Minutes

The minutes of the Ordinary Parish Council Meeting held at Landithy Community Rooms on the 07th March 2019 were unanimously agreed as a correct record and were signed by the chairman.

5. Community Emergency Plan – Arthur Roberts from CC gave a presentation to members on the benefits of a Community Emergency Plan and what’s involved in creating one. Cllrs agreed to start looking at, at May’s meeting.

7. Chairman’s Comments – Cllr Peake attended the planning meeting at Ludgvan which advised there will be 8 planning areas of which Madron will be in area 1. It was advised that each planning area will have assigned officers but if one area is in need of extra officers it can pull officers from another area. The CNP meeting was also this month which looked at new waste Bins being introduced in 2020 for all households where a bin is possible others will have seagull proof sack.

It was noted the tarmac between Trengwainton farm gate towards wishing well has broken up. Clerk to report.
9. Comments from Cornwall Councillors – Cllr Elliott advised he has met with Mike Peters for a drive through the highways issues in the parish and has been assured that it will be dealt with. In Newmill there is a constant stream over the road as the gully underneath the road has broken away.  The issues surrounding garages both in Badgers Cross, Ludgvan and Rospeath are still creating problems.
